	Terms and Conditions


	The following amendment has been introduced

Section 19, paragraph d. currently states that:
 
‘New students in their first semester of study will not be eligible to apply for a break in studies until at least the first semester of teaching has been completed. Students who do not wish to continue with their studies during the first semester will be required to permanently withdraw and re-apply to the University should they wish to return.’

This statement no longer applies. Students are entitled to request a break in study (BiS) at any point during their studies.

	Extenuating Circumstances Procedure
	The Procedure has been amended to introduce a new ‘self-certification’ claims process. The process allows for students to make self-serve extenuating circumstances claims without the need for provision of supporting evidence and without University staff deciding whether or not a claim should be upheld. Self-certification claims are available in limited situations, set out in the Procedure.

The Procedure has also been updated to remove the type of claim known as a Review of Performance: this has been replaced with Deferral. Deferral has largely the same effect as Review of Performance, with the exception of its application to assessments that students have sat and passed: for these assessments, students making a successful claim for Deferral will automatically have a fresh attempt at the next available opportunity (with RoP, a fresh attempt was only granted to a student who had passed the earlier attempt if separately approved by a Progression & Award Board).

	Tuition Fee Payment Policy
	The following changes have been introduced:

· The removal of the requirement to set up a formal instalment plan
· Changes to ensure consistency of terminology around semesters and break in studies including the removal of the use of term.
· Increased clarification around the financial consequences of a break in study to ensure that a student understands the financial liability at the point of withdrawal and the point of return.

· Confirmation that the 2nd 14-day cooling off period runs from the course start date and not the enrolment date.

Important change affecting a student refund
· The period in which a refund could be requested is now clarified. The policy now contains the wording:
“Any claims of refunds of overpayments or deposits paid, must be within 6 years of the date of payment.”

· The policy has been updated to reflect the changes to the service offered by Faculty student centres.

	Change of Circumstances Policy


	The following changes have been introduced:

· Clarification that BCU does not permit ‘seasonal course transfers’ Annex A provides a detailed explanation and background of Seasonal Transfers and how these can detrimentally impact a student as their funding
· Section 12 clarifies that students returning from a break in studies are liable for any fee increases
· References to ESFA have been changed to Department for Education (DfE)
· Section 7 makes it clearer when students can take a break in study during teaching
· Section 10.5 makes it clear that students will have access to their BCU email account for 14 calendar days after their permanent withdrawal date

	Attendance and Engagement Policy: Home Students 




	The following changes have been introduced:

· The policy no longer relates to international students – a separate policy for international students has been developed
· The threshold for students during monitoring periods has now changed. It was previously once a week for 2 out of 3 weeks for standard home students and 85% for repeating home students. For all home students the threshold is now 50% or above to trigger non- attendance correspondence.
· Previously students would progress through stages 1-3 of non-attendance, 3 being the point of withdrawal. There are now 4 stages of non-attendance and students can move back and forth between those levels. This means that if  attendance improves, this is recognised, whereas in the previous policy students would remain on whichever stage they had reached. 
· The first 2 stages are less forma, where staff will ‘check-in’ with students where there is a minor concern about attendance. The threshold level for the 3rd and 4th serious concern stages have changed to 0% attendance
· Additional factors will be taken into account when monitoring attendance and engagement, rather than just attendance records
· A greater focus has been placed on supporting students to improve their attendance/engagement. Communications to students who are not attending/engaging will reflect this
· Three clear principles have been included to identify students at risk of low attendance and engagement 

· Clarification that for student route visa holders, the majority of meetings will be held in person (paragraphs 7.6 and 7.7)
· Clarification regarding the length of the ‘monitoring period’ (paragraph 8.5)

· References to an annual audit of safeguarding cases by the Safeguarding Board have been amended to references to ‘regular’ case audits. 
· Within the Appendices, changes to hyperlinks to ensure that they link to the most up-to-date legislation.

	
	

	Respect at BCU Policy and Supporting Definitions
	Replaced by University Community Agreement; and Definitions of Harmful Behaviours and Related Issues.

The University Community Agreement is intended to set out what is expected from BCU students in terms of appropriate behaviours and engagement within the University community; but also to provide students with a commitment from both BCU and BCUSU in respect of what students can expect from both organisations.
