Student Accommodation Competition 
Terms and Conditions
[bookmark: whos-running-this]Who’s running this?
Birmingham City University, Curzon Building, 4 Cardigan Street, Birmingham, B4 7BD (the “University”).

This is the Open Day Prize Draw Competition (the “Competition”). You can enter if you attend an Offer Holder Day between Saturday 28 February 2026 and Saturday 25 April 2026, you hold an offer (conditional or unconditional) to start at BCU in the Academic Year 2026/2027, and you then enrol as a full-time student for that year. To keep the prize, you must stay enrolled for the whole of the accommodation licence period. The Competition is open to [home students only / home and international students] who are aged 17 or over. If you are under 18 when the prize is allocated, we may need consent from your parent/guardian and may apply extra safeguarding and accommodation requirements under University policy. University employees and their immediate family members cannot enter. By entering, you confirm you are eligible and we may ask for proof.
We will not accept entries that are computer-generated, completed by third parties or in bulk, illegible or tampered with, photocopies, or incomplete. It is one entry per person. Entries on behalf of someone else or joint entries are not allowed.
[bookmark: how-do-i-enter]How do I enter?
The Competition runs from Saturday 28 February (Opening Date) to 5pm on Saturday 25 April 2026 (Closing Date). We must receive your entry by 5pm on the Closing Date or it will not count. You can enter the competition by attending a BCU Offer Holder Day. In order to be entered into the Competition, you must ensure that you check in with the BCU team on arrival. We are not responsible for incomplete, illegible, corrupted or late entries. We may disqualify entries that go against the spirit or intention of the Competition. By entering, you agree to these terms.
[bookmark: whats-the-prize]What’s the prize?
Accommodation for one academic year in University Locks managed accommodation (the “Prize”). This includes a standard single en-suite room at University Locks on City Centre Campus, a 41-week licence from 12 September 2026 to 26 June 2027, and standard utilities (water, electricity, heating and internet) where usually included in the fee. You will not be required to pay a deposit for the accommodation. The total value of the Prize is £7,235.68.
The Prize does not include catering packages (unless normally included with the room), optional upgrades, any damages, fines or charges for breaching the accommodation agreement, or accommodation outside the stated licence period. The Prize cannot be transferred or exchanged and there is no cash alternative. The winner must sign the standard accommodation licence agreement and follow all accommodation rules and regulations. If you withdraw, defer, transfer to another institution, interrupt studies or otherwise stop being enrolled during the licence period, we may withdraw the Prize. We may substitute accommodation of equal or greater value if reasonably necessary. 
[bookmark: how-is-the-winner-chosen]How is the winner chosen?
We will select the winner at random from all eligible entries. The draw will happen on w/c 27 April 2026 using a randomised number generator It will be conducted by the Marketing Team and independently verified by a member of staff not directly involved. Our decision is final and we will not enter into correspondence about it. If there is a technical or administrative error that affects the draw, we may run a further draw using the same eligibility criteria. We may ask the winner to take part in marketing related to the Competition, and by entering you agree you are willing to do so if asked.

We will try to contact the winner by email within 7 days of the draw. The winner must reply within 14] days to accept the Prize and provide proof of identity, evidence of enrolment (if we have not already verified it), and any required parental/guardian consent if under 18. If the winner does not respond in time, we may withdraw the Prize and choose another winner. We are not responsible if you are unable to take up the Prize.
[bookmark: liability]Liability
[bookmark: your-entry-and-your-data]If the University fails to comply with these terms and conditions, we are responsible for loss and damage an entrant suffers as a foreseeable result of our breach or our negligence, but we are not responsible for any loss or damage that is not foreseeable. Loss or damage is foreseeable if it was an obvious consequence of the University’s breach or was contemplated by an entrant and the University at the time the entrant entered into the competition, which is subject to these terms and conditions.
The University does not exclude or limit its liability in any circumstances where it is prevented from doing so by the laws of England and Wales. Except in such circumstances, the University’s maximum liability to an entrant, whether in contract, tort (including negligence) or for breach of statutory duty shall in no event exceed the value of the winners’ prize.
Your entry and your data
By entering this Competition, the entrant agrees that we may use their data within the University to administer the competition.
