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BCU ITE Assessment Tracker
Primary and Early Years


The BCU Assessment Tracker is used formatively as the assessment tool for all BCU Associate Teachers to assess their progression for the duration of their teacher education course. By using this assessment tool it ensures that all Associate Teachers are meeting more than the minimum entitlement of the ITT/ECF framework and the Teachers’ Standards set by the DfE, through an ambitious and enriched BCU ITE Curriculum.

It provides a transparent assessment framework for Associate Teachers, Placement Mentors and Lead Mentors to continuously assess the progress of Associate Teachers against the criteria of the six BCU ITE Curriculum Themes which are designed to enable Associate Teachers to ‘learn that’ and ‘learn how to’ teach all pupils within their subject and phase. The clear and developmental criteria are split into three stages which support assessment of current performance and target setting, ensuring that Associate Teachers recognise their progresses within the stage of development and how to continue a positive trajectory towards QTS:
1) Working Towards: The Associate Teacher works with the support of expert colleagues at BCU and in school
2) Working AT: The Associate Teacher works independently with the advice and guidance of expert colleagues at BCU and in school
3) Working Beyond: The Associate Teacher is proactive and accountable for their own choices and works collaboratively with expert colleagues at BCU and at least two different schools
All Associate Teachers must have met the ‘Working AT’ criteria across all six BCU ITE Curriculum themes to be recommended for QTS.
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How to Use the BCU Assessment Tracker 
Associate Teacher Assessment Trackers will be stored in the OneDrive and a new Assessment Tracker will be used in each placement to highlight the progress that has been made against the BCU ITE Curriculum in that placement.

	Weekly Mentor Meetings
	Associate Teachers and Placement Mentors meet weekly to highlight weekly progress directly onto the assessment tracker, identifying current progress within and across the three stages of development for the BCU ITE Curriculum themes.
Highlighting should demonstrate accurate assessment of what has been achieved and areas of practice that require greater focus, using the assessment tracker as a guide to formulating clear targets to focus on for the upcoming week. Use the ‘What, Why, How’ approach to naming targets.

	Lead Mentors analyse Associate Teacher assessment tracker to check the progress being made over the placement, quality assuring the weekly ongoing target setting for Associate Teacher progress.

	Weekly Lesson Observation
	Associate Teachers pre-agree the observation focus aligned to BCU Curriculum themes.
	Placement and Lead mentors apply the criteria from the assessment tracker to help provide written and verbal feedback to the Associate Teacher as part of the observation and feedback cycle. Using the BCU Mentor Model to structure feedback the assessment tracker should be used to support the identification of what has been achieved and clear targets for the next observation.

	Progress Reviews
	Associate Teachers and Placement Mentors review the weekly highlighting of the assessment tracker which demonstrates progress areas achieved against the BCU ITE Curriculum to produce the progress review, which is completed at identified points in the stage of training. As part of continuous assessment, targets for the next stage of training are agreed using the assessment tracker to identify areas of focus. 

The assessment tracker provides opportunity for identifying early intervention if additional support is required.
	Lead Mentors analyse Associate Teacher assessment trackers and One Drive to check the progress being made over the placement, quality assuring accurate tracking of progress and judgments made at review points.

	QTS Award
	Associate Teachers and Placement Mentors review evidence from the highlighted assessment tracker, OneDrive and progress review meetings to complete the QTS assessment, setting targets for ECT transition.
	Lead Mentors analyse the assessment tracker alongside the One Drive and other evidence to make the recommendation for QTS.

	Develop an excellent climate for learning where pupils practice perseverance and learning from mistakes as they continue to practice self-regulation. 

Pupil data is applied effectively to support the climate for learning.

Evaluate how high expectations are demonstrated through praising pupil engagement and progress made.

Use early and least-intrusive interventions as an initial response to low level disruption, seeking out additional support quickly when required to maintain expected behaviour.
	Consistently use school behaviour policies to persevere in setting high expectations of behaviour appropriate to the needs of pupils using strategies which have a positive impact on all pupils’ learning.

Identify goals and targets that challenge and stretch all pupils and understanding the long-term positive impact of high expectations on pupils’ life chances. 

	Understand the impact of positive reinforcement to affect and improve the motivation, successes, behaviour, and well-being of pupils in your placement school/s.
	Begin to support pupils to journey from needing extrinsic motivation to being motivated to work intrinsically.

Ensure pupils are confident to participate in lessons and their contributions are valued.

	Understand that complex ideas and concepts can be broken down into smaller steps, minimising the complexity of a task and avoiding potential misconceptions whilst maintaining focus on key content.

Expose potential pitfalls/misconceptions and explain how to address them. Plan sufficient opportunity for pupils to consolidate and practice applying new knowledge and skills.
	Plan and teach innovatively and creatively, to stimulate and inspire learning in the subject content, fully engaging and challenging all pupils through lessons sequences that are developmental, progressive and purposeful.

	Use a range of teaching and learning strategies effectively (including pre-teaching, grouping of pupils and deployment of additional adults and resources) to adapt the learning to meet the needs of all pupils so that all pupils make appropriate progress. Pupil starting points are considered when teaching concepts and expositions are pitched at an appropriate level.

Reflect on the impact of planning to demonstrate an understanding of creating an inclusive classroom where all pupils can access the learning.
	Comprehensively embed a range of teaching and learning strategies and adapt these to ensure that all learning needs are met. Know when to remove scaffolds when pupils are achieving the desired outcomes to ensure challenge is maintained and adapted to pupil needs or the subject content.
Fully integrate additional adults into the planning, teaching and assessment process (where applicable).

Demonstrate a critical awareness of the progress of SEND learners and pupils with wellbeing needs with subsequent planning building on learning for progression.

	Discuss and analyse ‘Assessment for/of Learning’, e.g. formative and summative assessment opportunities, with expert colleagues to recognise the importance of using assessment strategies to support planning and understand how they inform future planning.
Discuss with expert colleagues how externally validated summative assessments are used.
Observe how expert colleagues adapt lessons during the teaching process based upon formative assessment.
	Plan appropriate ‘Assessment for Learning’ / formative assessment strategies during lessons, e.g. mini-plenaries, questioning, self-assessment and peer assessment, within the lessons linked to the lesson objective. Consider what expected learning and progress would look like and what pupils demonstrate to show understanding.
Implement assessment strategies to monitor progress and inform future lessons so there is evidence of impact on pupils’ progress. 
	Use ‘Assessment for Learning’ / formative assessment strategies and apply relevant data to set challenging and differentiated targets. Adapt teaching to be responsive to emerging learning needs and use this information in future planning.
Draw conclusions on the progress of pupils by analysing pattens in performance within lessons and over a sequence of learning or number of assessments.

	Discuss and recognise the importance of effective marking and feedback in line with school policy. 
Use marking and feedback strategies within lessons and identify how pupils can act on feedback to make progress.
	Use specific, high quality, and manageable marking and feedback strategies effectively within the lessons, prioritising highlighting of misunderstanding or misconceptions compared to simple error.
Be mindful of workload, recording only the relevant data needed to secure pupil outcomes and keeping an accurate up to date record of this.
	Ensure that assessment is integral to the teaching and learning process and to analyse assessments to inform future planning and target setting. The impact of teaching is evident in pupil progress. 
Ensure pupils act on feedback by providing the specific actions and the time for pupil reflection and response. Ensure data collection and feedback enables targets to be set.

	Anticipate pupils’ needs and reflect this in planning, implementing appropriate adaptations to lesson activities. 
Use a variety of well-designed resources to overcome learning barriers, challenge and motivate pupils within lessons.
	Adapt teaching to accurately match individual needs, whilst taking account of differing progress made by each learner, understanding causes that could contribute to low achievement and adopting effective strategies to support underperforming groups.

	Observe and deconstruct, how expert colleagues adapt lessons, whilst maintaining high expectations for all, so that all pupils can meet those expectations. 

	Adapt teaching in a responsive way providing targeted support for pupils who are not making expected progress e.g. through using dual coding and translanguaging to support EAL pupils or implementing the use of specialist technology to support pupils with SEND, where appropriate.

Apply a range of research-informed strategies and technology (as appropriate) to effectively accelerate language learning for all groups of pupils, including EAL pupils.

	Work with expert colleagues to recognise how learning is scaffolded, and challenge is incorporated, dependent upon the needs of the pupils within teaching groups.
Begin to recognise differences in prior learning of pupils within teaching groups.
	Employ a wide range of strategies to support positive outcomes for all pupils e.g., reframe questions to provide scaffolding or greater challenge.
Identify pupils who need new content to be broken down further and build on prior learning with appropriate stretch and challenge for all pupils. 
Set goals that stretch high attaining pupils within a planned challenging curriculum.

This will also include adherence to school policies, dress codes, absence and punctuality expectations, and a professional tone in communications.
